= Your annual income is less than $44,000* (for one person
or a couple) or $47,000* (for two people not living as a
couple).

Our services are intended for independent
seniors and do not include nursing care or
personal support services.

= You are a Canadian citizen or permanent resident.

= You are a Quebec resident.

Subsidized housing
available

If you meet the eligibility criteria listed
opposite, you may be able to obtain subsidized
housing in the residence. Additional criteria

will apply. Rent will be equivalent to 25% of
your income. The cost of mandatory services
(meals, telephone, television, etc.) must be paid
in addition. Our client relations agent will verify
your eligibility and explain how to apply.

= You are 60 years of age or older (applies to all household
members).

* A quarter of the apartments in each residence can be rented to
people whose income exceeds the maximum eligible amount.
